Brief description of work procedure 

The 4200 Front-End Cards (FEC) will be installed on the TPC into the 72 readout chambers (ROC). About one sector will be equipped per day
The TPC is located in the clean-room. Access to the ROC is from scaffolding on the A-side and from the hydraulic platform (LV152) on the C-side. 
Work is organized in two shifts per day from 7 to 21 o’clock (3 people per shift).
