Brief description of work procedure 

The TPC-TRD heat screen is mounted on the inner surface of the Space Frame. An aluminium panel (light-weight) with cooling lines is mounted in each of the 18 x 5 rectangles, along the axial profiles, 18 water manifolds are mounted and connected to the panels. 
Scaffolding on the inside of the Space Frame is needed for access. The first step is welding bolts  (bolt-welding machine) to the Space Frame, using a template for positioning. Then the panels are screwed onto some of the bolts, finally the manifolds, which further fix the panels, are put in place and bolted. The natural sequence would be to start on the top and equip sector by sector, gradually removing the scaffolding as one progresses downwards.
